We are located in the Mid-Hudson Valley, 55 miles north of
NYC. We are part of the Wappingers Central School District
which includes Roy C. Ketcham High School and Orchard
View Alternative High School. We are a comprehensive
public high school for grades 9 through 12, with an
approximate enrollment of 2100 students. Approximately
90% of our senior classes pursue higher education upon
graduation. The building is serviced by a faculty of 161 and
support staff of 47. John Jay Senior High School has a
tradition of excellence in academics, fine and performing arts,
interscholastic athletics and co-curricular programs.
