Dear Students and Parents,

Welcome to Advanced Placement Economic!  Please read the following information so that you know what is expected throughout the coming year.  Both the student and parent should sign the bottom of the second page and return to me no later than Wednesday, September 14th. 
Course Objectives:
AP Economics is a full year course.  The objectives for AP Economics consist of successfully completing the coursework for AP Microeconomics in the fall and AP Macroeconomics in the spring.  Students will complete an in class final exam and take two AP Exams in May giving them the opportunity to earn 6 college credits.  I will hold afterschool review sessions in the weeks leading up to the May examination focusing most heavily on the fall coursework.

In order to earn college credit you must pass the AP Exam(s).  Depending on your chosen institution, scores of 3, 4, or 5 may be accepted for college credit.  
* Students must pass the course in order to be eligible for a high school diploma and graduation.*

Part I – contains 30 multiple choice questions

Part II – contains one long response and one short response question from released AP exams

Classroom Expectations:

8) Make up work - If you missed school for either illness or a family emergency, you will have 3 days from when you return to make up any missed work.  YOU are responsible to obtain any missed work.  Students will not be allowed to make up work for illegal absences. 
9) Extra Help - I am in the Social Studies office by 7:15am each day and I am also available after school by appointment.  If you have any questions/concerns please feel free to come and see me.  I am available periods 2 & 8 for extra help, by appointment. 
Grading:
Tests (50-100pts), Homework (10-30pts), Class work/Participation (10-20pts)
