Here are some resources and strategies that can help students maximize their ability to learn    the very challenging content in the Regents Chemistry course.  
· Each night review the daily lesson – approximately 20 minutes
· re-writing notes can help bolster the learning process
· print out powerpoints before class and add supplemental notes in class rather than copy every single word from ppts in class
· useful tools to use:
· flash cards (see link on Mrs. K’s website)

· great for: 
· vocab definitions

· comparing & contrasting similar topics 

· create bubble diagrams:
· compare and contrast topics (ex: acids/bases, ionic/covalent compounds, physical/chemical properties, physical/chemical changes) 

· Review the powerpoint lessons on the website (arranged by unit)
· Complete any packet pages that were not finished in class
· check answers with Mrs. K’s unit packet answer key

· Complete unit vocab definitions

· for proper definitions see bold faced words in textbook chapter for unit
To maximize studying for a unit test: DO NOT wait until the night before to begin 
· to study for unit test:

· review test objectives (see website)
· review flashcards (see link on website)

· find a study pal (anyone taking Regs Chem)
· quiz each other on topics from test objectives, ppts & unit packet pages

· review ppts on the website

· review written notes                    
· write down key points

· make own bubble diagrams/flash cards

· review unit packet pages  
· complete unit test review packet                      

· attend the after school review session the day before the test 
· can ask pertinent questions & get clarification about content still unsure of
