· save mast image as mast_head.jpg or .gif depending on graphic design

· After saving your original Adobe Photoshop files as “.PSD” in your “raw_files” file folder, choose FILE( SAVE for WEB & DEVICES ( and choose “.JPG” or “.GIF”

Saving your Homepage 

· Your homepage will be saved as “index.html”, this points your server and browser to the homepage.
Creating a Link from an Image

· Type <A HREF=”?”> in front of the text or image, replacing ? with the location of the linked image on your computer.  
· Type </A> after the text or image.
· EXAMPLES: <A HREF="lesson1.html"><IMG SRC="basics.jpg"></A>
