Step Two: Make a New Project Folder and Set Up Final Cut Pro □
· On your computer, MAKE A NEW FOLDER in your Communication Systems folder titled your initials_JNN_project name (example: jb_JNN_HudsonValleyGolfing). 








· Open, Save, and Set-Up Final Cut Pro (FCP). Even though you will not be using FCP for a while, it’s a good idea to be set to go when you get to import your media as soon as you shot.

· Create a New Project File, Save your new FCP project file as your initials_JNN_project name in your newly created JNN project folder (from step one). 

· Scratch your disk, allowing FCP to save media files in your newly created project folder. (Refer to “Getting Started in Final Cut Pro” for help)


Step Three: Equipment Sign-up & Sign-out □
Congratulations! Now it’s time to have fun shooting. Make sure you follow classroom guidelines for signing out equipment and returning cameras with accessories in the proper working condition the following morning before the start of the school day. Keep track of your camera make, model, and number.

Step Four: Import Media to FCP □
After you finished shooting, you will import all media into Final Cut Pro.  Make sure you dump all your footage into FCP immediately, so your classmates can sign-out and utilize the camera and accessories.

Step Five: Developing, Recording, and Adding Narration □
Refer back to your “Reporter’s Questions” from Step One and your review your video footage to type out a narration of your story.  Once you type out your narration, you may use the sound mixing room to record your audio.  Upon recording your audio narration, you will save your narration in your JNN project folder, and then import your audio narration into FCP.


Step Six: Cut, Place, and Sequence Video □
In FCP you will label and organize your newly imported clips. You will complete the following: 
· Label all clips in the clip bin

· Mark-in and mark-out points

· Place clips in your final video sequence

Step Seven: Add Special Effects & Transitions □
You will be adding transitions and special effects to your video clips.  Feel free to Google tips and tricks in this area.

Step Eight:  Text, Titles, Credits □
Any text should be added in this step.  Feel free to download fonts.  Your credits should include, your name(s), John Jay High School (East Fishkill, NY) Communication Systems, Semester, and all cast, characters, location info.

Step Nine: Music and Audio Effects □
Add all audio, including SoundFx and background music. Remember it’s easier to work with audio when you are finished editing your video tracks.  Make sure you add your music source info to your credits (Step Eight).



Step Ten: Export □
Save this project and EXPORT this video project in QuickTime format and name your project the same name as your video.  Your final exported video should be saved in your JNN Project folder.
Step Eleven:  File Share □
File share your team’s final project’s QuickTime video to JJ-167-TEACHER or transfer on the instructor’s USB Flash Drive in the appropriate folder.
