OBJECTIVE:

Adding Images to a website is an example of an Inline Image.  These images are saved in the same directory as the host website folder.
REMEMBER:
· Images must be save as a Non-Native File Format (ex. .jpg, .gif, .tiff)

· An image created in Adobe Photoshop will save automatically as a “.psd” file, this is known as a RAW file/graphic (This is Native, and will not work online and must be converted).
· RAW/Native files must be converted to a Non-Native format; otherwise they cannot be read by Web Browsers. In Adobe Photoshop you can choose File → Save for Electronic Devices and Web
· Images must be save in the same location as your webpage file

TAGS
· Adding an Image <IMG SRC=”?”> replacing ? with the location of the image on your computer, example <IMG SRC=”bobcat.jpg”>

· Center a graphic or text <CENTER> </CENTER>
· Background Image <BODY BACKGROUND=“chocolate.jpg”>
· Define an image size by pixels <IMG SRC=“car.jpg” WIDTH=175 HEIGHT=117> 
· Defining a Border in pixels <IMG SRC=“ski.jpg” BORDER=10>

· Wrap Text around the RIGHT side of an image <IMG SRC=”tiger.jpg” ALIGN=left>
· Wrap Text around the LEFT side of an image <IMG SRC=”tiger.jpg” ALIGN=right>
· Add Space around an image in pixels <IMG SRC=”tiger.jpg” ALIGN=left HSPACE=30>
· Adding a Horizontal Rule’s Size in pixels <HR SIZE=10>
