Digital Video Camera Overview: 
· Mini-DV Tape: This is the recording media (the tape) your video camera records on
· SD Card: This is the recording media (chip) your video camera records on.
· Lens Cap- keeps dust, fingerprints, and foreign objects off your camera. 
· Camera Bag: Holds camera securely, holds spare batteries, battery charger, media (mini-DV tape), SD card. and media cards

Introduction:
You will be shooting video for practice with a small group of students. Your main objective is to get a feel for the camera’s buttons, learn proper body position, and basic composition techniques.

Getting Started
In small groups you will be sharing a camera, taking turns shooting video. You will be given a list of shots to complete. Make sure you treat the cameras with care and hold the cameras properly at all times.
