You enter
your information only once for each family member for multiple uses and multiple programs.

All fields with a red* are
required to have an answer.

Click the Save & Continue button when your form is complete.
Review your registration summary.

Click the green Submit button. After selecting ‘Submit’, the registration will be complete. You
will receive a completion email from FamilylD confirming your registration.

At any time, you may log in at www.familyid.com to update your information and to check your
registration(s). To view a completed registration, select the 'Registration’ tab on the blue bar.
