Physics Laboratory Safety Contract
1. Do not touch laboratory equipment until informed to do so by your teacher.
2. Use only those materials and equipment authorized by your instructor. 

3. Do not begin the lab until your instructor tells you to do so. 

4. DO ONLY THOSE EXPERIMENTS ASSIGNED OR APPROVED BY YOUR TEACHER. UNAUTHORIZED EXPERIMENTS ARE PROHIBITED. 

5. The physics prep room is off limits to students, except when specific approval is given by the teacher in charge. 

6. Never work alone in the laboratory. A teacher must be present and aware of what you are doing at all times. 

7. Listen carefully for any special instructions or warnings given by the teacher as part of the introduction to the lab exercise. 

8. Work quietly so that you can hear any announcements concerning procedures or safety. 

9. Students should prepare for each laboratory activity by reading all procedural instructions beforehand. Follow all instructions precisely and intelligently. 

10. When working with electrical circuits, be sure that the current is turned off before making any changes in the circuit. Make sure your hands, body, and work area are dry whenever working with live circuits. 

11. If you are connecting a voltmeter or ammeter to a circuit, have your teacher approve the connections before turning current on.
12. Do not connect the terminals of a dry cell, battery, or power supply to each other with a wire. Such a wire can become dangerously hot.
13. Electricity must be turned off when finished.

14. Students should note the location of the emergency shower, eye and face wash fountain, and fire extinguishers and know how to use them. 

15. Students should know the proper fire drill procedure. 

16. Student apparel should be appropriate for laboratory work. Long handing necklaces, bulky jewelry, and excessive or bulky clothing should not be worn in the laboratory. 

17. Footwear that completely covers the foot is highly recommended. Footwear, at the very least, should be hard-soled. 

18. No food, beverages, gum, or candy is permitted in the laboratory. 

19. Work areas should be kept clean and tidy. 

20. Students should always clean, and wipe dry, all desks, tables, or laboratory work areas at the conclusion of each lab activity. 

21. Students must return equipment to its original placement so that the instructor can inventory and remove items quickly. 

22. Students are financially responsible for lost or broken equipment that results from carelessness or misuse. 

23. NEVER engage in horseplay or practical jokes. Do not throw or compete for equipment or any other items. Remember at all times that the laboratory is a place of serious work.
