Apuntes: La hora (Time)

la hora - hour (indicated by small hand on clock)
el minuto - minute (indicated by the big hand on the clock)

¢Qué hora es? - What time is it?
15 minutes = quarter past (big hand is on the 3)

30 minutes = half past (big hand is on the 6)
45 minutes = quarter to (big hand is on the 9)

Time Notes
I. Time on the hour

Es la una = 1:00 nooh = mediodia

Son las (hora)= 2:00 - 12:00 midnight = medianoche

Ex: 5:00 = Son las cinco. 12:00pm = Es mediodia.
7:00 = Son las siete. 12:00am = Es medianoche.

ITI. Time between :01 and :30

Es la una y (minutos). :15 = cuarto or quince
Son las (hora) y (minutos). :30 = media or treinta

Ex: 2:10 = Son las dos y diez minutos.
4:15 = Son las cuatro y cuarto. or Son las cuatro y quince minutos.
6:30 = Son las seis y media. or  Son las seis y treinta minutos.

III. Time between :31 and :59
There are two different ways to tell time after the half an hour mark.

1. Say it as it looks. (Digital time; see Section IT)

Ex: 1:45 = Es la una y cuarentay cinco minutos.
3:40 = Son las tres y cuarenta minutos.

2. Minus the minutes from the next hour.

Steps (if you are looking at a time written in numbers):
#1 Check to make sure the minutes between :31 and :59.

If it doesn't, then you can't continue!
#2 Go up one hour.
#3 Write the word menos :45 = menos cuarto or menos quince
#4 Minus the minutes from 60.
Ex: 10:45 = Son las once menos cuarto. or Son las once menos quince minutos.

12:50 = Es la una menos diez minutos.



Steps (if you are looking at a time written out in Spanish):

#1 Check to make sure the time includes the word menos. If it doesn't, then you can't continuel
#2 Go down one hour.

#3 Minus the minutes from 60.

Ex: Son las cinco menos veinte minutos = 4:40
Es la una menos cuarto or Es la una menos quince minutos = 12:45

24 hour clock

Spanish speaking countries use a 24 hour clock. Which means, when it is 1:00pm, they write it is
"13h". All the times after 12 are "pm". Although time is written this way, it will still be said as we
say it. (Ex: "13h" will be said as 1:00pm).

All you need to do to figure out the time is subtract 12.
Ex: 17h - 12 = 5:00pm

Basics of a Spanish Dictionary:

e  Thedictionary is divided into 2 large sections; one is for English to
Spanish and the other is Spanish to English

. If you want to know what a word in Spanish means in English, you must
look in the Spanish - English section.

e Not every Spanish word is in a dictionary.

e You must know how to spell the word you are looking for in Spanish in
order to find it.

. Some dictionaries include "ch", "II", "rr" and "R" as separate sections in
the dictionary.

When you are looking up a word in a Spanish dictionary
remember:
