Course Description

Listed below is a brief description of each curriculum area.  This information can also be accessed through the district website:  (www.wappingersschools.org).
Reading
Reading is conducted in a workshop format following Units of Study by Lucy Calkins. Students receive instruction whole group, individually, and in small groups.  
Wilson’s Fundations Program is used to teach phonics, spelling, and handwriting.  

Students will also participate in guided reading, shared reading, and read alouds. 

Writing
Writing is conducted in a workshop format following Units of Study by Lucy Calkins. Students receive instruction whole group, individually, and in small groups.  

Math

Math lessons are conducted using a hands-on approach.  This includes math fluency drills and practice of skills with the integration of writing.  Engage New York Math Modules will be used to focus on the following topics:  
· Numbers to 10
· Two-Dimensional and Three-Dimensional Shapes
· Comparison of Length, Weight, and Capacity
· Number Pairs, Addition and Subtraction to 10
· Numbers 10-20 and Counting to 100
· Analyzing , Comparing, and Composing Shapes
Science
Students will be investigating science using the BOCES Science 21 Program.  This program is an inquiry approach that uses hands-on and student-driven investigations which reflect the authentic nature of science.  The topics explored this year are: 
· Weather and Climate
· Pushes and Pulls
· The Environment
Social Studies

Social Studies lessons through Putnam/Northern Westchester BOCES are integrated with language arts.  The topics explored this year are:
· Myself and Others

· How Can I Be a Good Citizen
· Understanding Economics and Geography
· Holidays and Celebrations
Texbooks, Handbook(s) and other resources

· Fundations workbook and composition book
· Science 21 journal

· Engage NY math worksheets
· I-Ready Program

· Other resources include leveled books and manipulatives
Classroom Expectations and Procedures

· Students are expected to come to class prepared.  This includes completing homework from the night before, having their take home folder in class everyday, bringing a nutritious morning snack and being well rested.

Homework
· There is homework every day except Friday.  All assignments are due the next day unless noted.

· Part of daily homework is to read for 10 minutes a day and practice sight words. 

· Incomplete class work will be sent home to be finished for homework.
· All Science and Social Studies home projects are part of your child’s report card grade.

Activities/projects unique to this class

· All activities and projects reflect the New York State Standards for Kindergarten.
Recommended/required materials for class

· Students need crayons, pencils, scissors, glue sticks, erasers, headphones, 2 folders (with prongs), Post-it notes, page protectors, dry erase markers, and an art smock.
Grading Procedures

· Reading: Reading grades are based on reading conference notes, running records, Fountas & Pinnell Benchmark Assessments, daily guided reading sessions, phonics skills, mastery of sight words and comprehension skills.
· Math: Math grades are based on daily work, teacher observation, and end of topic assessments.
· Language Arts: Language arts grades are based on listening and speaking during class discussions, writing conference notes, handwriting, writing sentences, spelling, and writing benchmarks.
· Science and Social Studies:  Grades are based on students’ ability to work cooperatively in groups, teacher observations, classwork, and end of topic assessment.
