Look What We Will Learn This Week!





Reading:  This week, our class will work on retelling a text.  We will learn how to care for our independent reading books and how to use our book nooks to organize our reading supplies. Lastly, we will stop and jot using Post-its to record our thinking as we read independently.





Language Arts:  Our class will learn what a sentence is.  In Writer’s Workshop, we will create ideas for a small moment story.  We will learn to tell the whole story of a tiny moment by telling what it looks and sounds like.  Also, we will use illustrator techniques from our mentor texts to help make our illustrations come to life.





Math:  This week, we will review the addition strategies of doubles and near doubles.  Also, we will identify the placement of a digit as well as the value of a digit in a three-digit number.  Lastly, we will build, read and represent three-digit numbers using base-ten blocks.





Science:  Our class will continue to investigate different properties of matter to categorize and sort materials into groups that are similar.  Also, we will plan an investigation collaboratively to observe, collect and compare data about objects that are flexible and non-flexible. 





Social Studies:  Our class will learn about the Constitution in honor of Constitution Day.  Moreover, we will discuss specific rules found at school, home and in our community.  We will identify why rules are important and the consequences of rules not being followed.
