Look What We Will Learn This Week!





Reading:  This week, our class will learn how to use Post-its and thinkmarks to track our thinking across a book.  Also, we will focus on decoding by beginning and ending sounds to help us tackle tricky words.





Language Arts:  Our class will learn about statements and questions.  In Writer’s Workshop, we will learn how to unfreeze the characters in our writing by having them move and talk and telling the events of the story in small steps.  Also, we will learn how to show not tell what is happening in our written texts.





Math:  This week, we will review the addition strategies of near doubles and making ten.  We will review the value of a digit in a three-digit number.  We will build three-digit numbers using base-ten blocks.  We will read and write 


three-digit numbers in word form.





Science:  Our class will plan an investigation collaboratively to observe, collect and compare data about objects that are flexible and 


non-flexible.  Moreover, we will begin to classify different kinds of materials by the properties we can measure and observe.  





Social Studies:  We will determine the difference between rules and laws.  Also, we will learn about rules and their consequences.
