Look What We Will Learn This Week!





Reading:  This week, we will learn how to choose good-fit books.  Our class will learn how to read a book in three ways.  Moreover, we will learn how to take care of books.  Our class will learn how to take a sneak peek of a book to determine what tone to use when reading a book.  We will learn to retell text.  Lastly, we will learn how to read in longer phrases.





Language Arts:  In Writer’s Workshop, we will learn about Writer’s Workshop routines and expectations.  Moreover, we will describe what the work of an effective author and illustrator looks like.  We will think of small moment ideas that will help us write personal narratives.





Math:  We will review our addition strategies about doubles facts and near doubles facts to help us become fluent.  We will learn to count up to 1,000.  Moreover, we will identify and show the place of each digit in a three-digit number.





Science:  Our first Science unit focuses on properties of materials and why certain materials are used for specific purposes.  Our class will observe a phenomenon and then ask questions based on our observations to come up with investigative ideas.





Social Studies:  This week, our class will review what rules are and why rules are important.
