Look What We Will Learn This Week!





Reading:  This week, our class will decode unknown words using vowel teams.  Moreover, we will figure out the meaning of unknown words.  Lastly, we will use our decoding strategies to check and fix mistakes.





Language Arts:  Our class will learn about questions and statements.  In Writer’s Workshop, we will learn how to make a mental picture in our writing.  Also, we will learn how to use transition words to help sequence events in our stories.  





Math:  We will learn how to read, write and illustrate three-digit numbers in four forms.  For example, we will learn how to write 256 in standard form (256), word form (two hundred fifty-six), unit form (2 hundreds, 5 tens, 6 ones) and expanded form (200 + 50 + 6).  





Science:  Our class will plan an investigation to classify different kinds of materials by the properties that we can measure and observe.  This investigation’s focus will be on the property of absorbency.
