Look What We Will Learn This Week!





Reading:  We will notice author’s craft as we read and use these craft moves in our writing.  We will also notice the ways that an author makes parts of the story click.  Lastly, we will identify what the problem and solution are in a text.





Language Arts:  In Writer’s Workshop, we will continue to write narratives where we will write in small steps using transition words.  In addition, we will learn how to unfreeze our characters by describing their feelings throughout the text.  We will use onomatopoeia to add details to our stories.  Lastly, we will reread our text to make sure that it makes sense.  





Math:  We will continue to write numbers in standard, word, and expanded forms.  This week, we will also learn about unit form.  For example, we will learn how to write 256 in standard form (256), word form (two hundred fifty-six), expanded form (200 + 50 + 6) and unit form (2 hundreds 5 tens 6 ones).  Moreover, we will complete number patterns with adding 1 or 10.





Science:  Our class will classify different kinds of materials by their properties.  We will use the properties of materials to select appropriate materials and design a bridge that holds 21 bears.


 


Social Studies:  We will finish learning about the rights and responsibilities of citizens.  Our class will identify which leaders make rules and laws for our community, state and country.
