Look What We Will Learn This Week!





Reading:  This week, our class will determine the difference between fiction and nonfiction.  We will locate and use nonfiction text features to help us comprehend nonfiction text.  Our focus this week will be on titles, headings, subheadings, photographs, illustrations, captions, bold print and glossaries.





Language Arts:  Our class will continue to write personal narratives.  We will add craft moves from authors into our writing.  Also, we will learn how to add dialogue into our narrative pieces.





Math:  We will learn how to complete number patterns with 1 and 10 more with special cases.  Moreover, we will complete number patterns with 100 more.  Our class will solve number patterns that involve 1 and 10 less.
