What is PBIS?
PBIS puts an emphasis on school-wide systems of support that include proactive strategies for defining, teaching, and supporting appropriate student behaviors to create positive school environments. The purpose of school-wide PBIS is to establish a climate in which appropriate behavior is the norm.
Some Key Elements of PBIS

· Define expectations for students and provide direct instruction (modeling).
· Set up reward systems that use creative and individualized rewards. 
· Staff will use positive language and provide immediate feedback.
