about Antarctica:
Wow! 
 I’m glad I’m visiting Antarctica in the summer!  Did you know that Antarctica’s seasons are the opposite of ours?  That’s because the earth revolves around the sun and tilts on its axis. During Antarctica’s winter (March - September), it is tilted away from the sun, causing it to be dark and extremely cold with an average temperature of 30ºF below zero. During the summer (October –February), Antarctica is facing the sun and gets lots of sunlight all the time making it warmer with an average temperature is 20˚F (that’s still cold 
).
 
Almost all of Antarctica is covered with ice and snow.  The ice goes out into the ocean forming an 
ice shelf.  
As the edge of the ice shelf meets the warmer ocean water, chunks break off called 
ICE
 FLOES 
which 
float
 on the surface of the water.
