ANTARCTICA
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As Flat Bluebird is flying over Anarctica, what animals do you think he sees?





Flat Bluebird does not see any land mammals in Antarctica. (Polar bears live at the North Pole.)





But he does see lots of penguins, whales, seals, krill (look like little shrimp), and fish that live in the waters of Antarctica.  The warm-blooded animals have a thick layer of blubber (fat) that keeps them warm.  The Antarctic cod and other fish have a kind of antifreeze in their blood so that they don’t freeze.





There are more PETRELS (sea birds) in the waters of Antarctica


than anywhere else in the world.  The smallest Antarctic bird is the


storm petrel which is only about 10 cm long.  It has the longest                           


migration in the world:  In July/August, it flies to the Arctic at the


North Pole to feed and then in December/January it comes back to


Antarctica at the South Pole to breed.  Now that’s a trip!  





There is only one warm-blooded animal that stays in Antarctica all year long – the emperor penguin.  The female (mom) emperor penguins lay one egg in June (winter) and then leave to spend the winter at sea.  The male (dad) penguins stay on land all winter keeping their egg warm for nine weeks by putting it on their feet and covering it with a special flap of skin.  The females return when it’s time for the eggs to hatch.  Then it’s the male’s turn to go eat!
