NORTH AMERICA
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This week, Sheafe’s Flat Bluebird is traveling north to Canada.  Canada is one of the largest countries in the world (in land), second only to Russia.  





Here are some interesting facts about Canada: 


 The United States is made up of 50 states.  In Canada, there are ten provinces and three territories.  The provinces are Alberta, British Columbia, Manitoba, New Brunswick, Newfoundland and Labrador, Nova Scotia, Ontario, Prince Edward Island, Quebec and Saskatchewan.  The three territories are Northwest Territories, Nunavut and Yukon.   


In the United States, we use a non-metric system of measurement (inches, miles).  Canadians use the metric system of measurement (centimeters, kilometers).  When traveling they use kilometers instead of miles.  (Note: 1 kilometer (km) = 0.62 miles)





Sheafe’s Flat Bluebird plans to take a trip across Canada.   The bluebird will begin his trip in eastern Canada in the province of Quebec, starting from the capital city (also called Quebec). He will travel west until he reaches the westernmost province of British Columbia.  The bluebird wants to see as much of Canada as possible.   





Using the map on the back, mark the route (draw a line) the bluebird will travel.  Beginning in the capital city of Quebec (look for the star), count the provinces the bluebird with travel through before he reaches the capital city of Victoria in British Columbia.
