Did you know that Washington is the state that grows the most apples?     Here is information on the top 9 varieties of apples grown in Washington state.  








Red Delicious:  	America’s favorite snacking apple; bright red; crunchy with a sweet flavor





Golden Delicious:  	all-purpose apple that is great for eating, baking or in salads; this apple’s color is in its name





Gala:	crisp and sweet; pinkish-orange stripes over a yellow background





Fuji:	introduced to the U.S. from Japan; usually yellow-green with red highlights 





Granny Smith:	extremely tart, crisp and juicy; green





Braeburn:	juicy and crisp; rich, sweet-tart, spicy flavor; color varies from orange to red over a yellow background





Honeycrisp:	juicy, orange-tinted apple; sweet tangy flavor; makes a great pie





Cripps Pink:	firm, crisp flesh and a tangy-tart, sweet flavor; last apple harvested in Washington state in late October; this apple’s color is in its name





Cameo:	sweet, but crunchy; white spots on light-red skin
