Mammals – warm-blooded (bodies are built to maintain just about the same temperature all the time, regardless of the outside temperature); have fur or hair; drink milk that comes from their mother’s bodies; vertebrates (have a backbone).  Examples:  cats, dogs, whales, dolphins, foxes, bears, bats.





Reptiles – cold-blooded (bodies react to the temperature of their surroundings); scales protect their bodies; born on land; born with strong instincts so they are on their own at birth.  Examples:  snakes, alligators, crocodiles, tortoises and lizards.





Amphibians – spend their lives in the water and on land (begin their lives in water with gills and tails then develop lungs and legs for their life on land); cold-blooded.  Examples:  frogs, toads, salamanders or newts. 





Birds – have feathers; warm-blooded; egg-laying vertebrates.  Examples:  pelicans, flamingoes, toucans.
