On Band and Lesson Days, Instruments may be
placed in the instrument storage rooms next to the
stage. Instruments must go HOME at the end of
the day. This area is NOT a secure area outside
of the school day.

ASSESSMENT

Student evaluation is reflected in the music grade, a composite of a
student’s participation and achievement in assignments and assessments.
The grade may be derived from objective and subjective teacher
evaluations and observations, including the student’s demonstration of
criteria-based skills and techniques in performance and homework
assignments.

Attendance at Concerts is MANDATORY. Remember, each member of this
ensemble is important. Everyone needs to contribute 100% for a successful
experience. The Winter Concert is considered a mid-term exam and the
Spring Concert is considered a final exam. If either concert is missed for
whatever reason, a make-up assignment must be done.
