Course Description: This is a one year course that students take following their successful completion of Algebra 1B or Geometry.  This course is credit bearing and counts for many students as their third year of math that goes towards their credit requirements for high school graduation. It is designed to be a slower paced course where students can get a deeper understanding of the material covered before either taking Algebra 2 Trig or Introduction to College Math.
