Student expectations:

Accountability

· Arrive to class on time.

· Be in your assigned seat with materials in front of you by the bell.

· Begin the Do Now for the day.

· Pay attention and remain focused on class activities.

· When doing lab work, clean up must begin as soon as announced by the teacher. Once clean up is finished students are to return to their assigned seats where they will be dismissed by the bell. 
· Place all equipment and materials back in its proper place at the end of the period.
Respect

· Raise your hand before you speak and wait until called upon.

· All social conversations must end when the bells rings.

· Do not interrupt other people who are talking.

· No name calling or put downs.

· No swearing or cursing.

· Respect other people’s property including the teacher’s. Do not write on desks, walls, posters. Clean up after yourself.

Safety

· Stay in your seat at all times.
· Raise your hand to ask permission to sharpen pencils, throw-out trash, etc.

· Keep the desks and isles clear. All books and other materials not in use should be under your desk.

· No running or fooling around in the classroom.

· Listen carefully to all teacher directions.
· Never operate laboratory equipment on which you have not had proper instruction by the instructor.
Out of Room Procedures
· Students are strongly discouraged from using the restroom or water fountain during class.

· Students will sign out on the clip board.
· Students will only be allowed to leave the room during group or individual work. Not during instruction, quizzes, or tests unless it is a real emergency.

Consequences

· If a student is talking out of turn, disruptive, or breaks any of the other class rules, he or she will be the last one to leave the room that day.

· If a student is continuously disruptive within the same class period he/she will promptly be asked to move to another seat or to the back of the room. Teaching will not continue until that student has moved. A phone call home will be made that day.

· If a student talks out of turn, is disruptive on more than one occasion, or breaks any of the other class rules, he/she will be assigned a teacher detention of either lunch, or after or before school, and receive a phone call home.

· Multiple cases of disruption will lead to administrative action and/or a parent/teacher conference or team conference.
