House Project
Counts as a project grade and is due Friday, March 8
Your task is to create a house that has the following rooms labeled correctly in Italian:

· la cucina



· la sala da pranzo


· il salotto
· il bagno
· la camera da letto
Directions for the project:
· In each room, you must label (in Italian) at least 4 different objects.  You may have more objects in your rooms not labeled.  Your pictures can be from clip art, magazine, drawn by hand, etc.  You are not allowed to repeat objects for labels! (ex. you can’t label the curtains, windows, etc. in each room)
· You must label the rooms in Italian.
· You must write a sentence for each room in Italian describing the objects in the room.    Ex: Ci sono una sedia, una televisione, un computer e una scrivania nel ufficio.  (You cannot use this exact sentence for your project!)

· Your project must be done on an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper (a regular size piece of paper) or a piece of construction paper (that is no larger than 9 x 12).  
· Your project must be colorful and visually appealing.
· You must write your name on the rubric on the back of this paper and turn it in along with your project.

For extra credit: Include other rooms of the house and follow the same above directions.  You will receive 5 points for additional rooms done correctly (maximum of 2 extra rooms)

Be creative and have fun!
*Remember that there are no apostrophes (‘) in Italian!  Use possessive adjectives.*

Ex: la mia camera da letto or la camera da letto di mia sorella
