Course Requirements & Expectations
SUPPLIES:


· A three ring binder (1”or bigger) with 3 sections (Classwork/homework, Tests/Quizzes, vocabulary) – it can be shared with another subject as long as the two subjects are clearly separated with paper or a notebook for assignments.

· Italian/English Dictionary

· Blue or black pens/pencils and a hi-lighter

· Accordion file

· Crayons, markers, or colored pencils, glue stick, pencil sharpener, eraser

· Donation of tissues

All of these materials are to be brought to class every day.  Not having these materials will leave you unprepared for class.
EXPECTATIONS:

-Be on time - Students are to arrive on time every day, prepared and ready to work when the bell rings.  If you anticipate being late, be sure to get a pass from the teacher who kept you.

-Be Prepared - Students are to bring all necessary materials to class every day - notebook, homework, dictionary, planner and a pen or pencil.

- Respect each other - An attitude of cooperation and respect is expected.  It is a lot easier to accomplish what is needed if everyone is working on the same wavelength.  It is also helpful when everyone is respectful to the person speaking, whether it be the teacher or a fellow student.  Don’t hold private conversations.  Bullying/harassment is unacceptable and will not be tolerated. 

-No chewing gum in class.  It is impossible to speak clearly with gum in your mouth.  Also eating or drinking in class is not allowed.
Cell phones are NOT permitted for use in class.  They should be off and out of sight.  Only with explicit permission from the teacher will they be permitted for part of the lesson.

EXTRA HELP is available by appointment only with at least 24 hours notice.  All appointments will be period 7 or after school.

HOMEWORK:
Homework can be expected at least 3 nights a week.  I try not to assign homework on weekends unless it is absolutely necessary.  Homework is due the day after it is assigned unless otherwise stated.  Late assignments will be penalized unless legally absent.  If you are absent from school you are still responsible for getting the homework done.  This is the only time that late homework is accepted but, you must hand it in to me within 3 days of your return to school.  Students are responsible for all work covered during classes when absent for any reason (music lessons, field trips, counseling, etc.).  Please see me in the morning if you have a special problem.

Tests and projects will be given at the end of every unit.  Quizzes can be expected at least once a week.  Class participation also includes having an organized notebook since notebook quizzes may be given.
