General Lab Safety

You have just received a lesson on the general safety regulations which are to be observed while you work in the lab. You have been taught this and other information so that you may work in the lab in a safe manner so as to avoid accidents to yourself and others. Repeated again below are some of the safety regulations which you are to observe while working in the lab. Read them over carefully with “safety first” your primary objective in learning them. After you have studied the regulations below, please read and sign the statement of acknowledgement. 

1. Always wear eye protection: Safety glasses must be worn at all times during work.

2. ALWAYS REMOVE LOOSE CLOTHING AND JEWELY, TIE BACK HAIR, AND PUSH UP SLEEVES.
3. Observers must remain behind safety lines while machines are in operation.

4. Your shoes should have non-slip sole. At no time are sandals permitted in the work area.

5. Never talk to or distract the attention of anyone using a machine.

6. Never engage in any form of “horseplay” while in the lab.
7. Walk, NEVER run in the lab.
8. Pay close attention to all demonstrations of machines and tools and giving attention to all safety rules for each operation.

9. Do not use power machines unless you have had individual or group instruction and safety precautions.

10. No student is to ask permission to operate any machine until he or she has been instructed or properly informed about its operation.

11. No student is to operate any machine or machine equipment without permission from the instructor.

12. Never under any circumstances operate any machine or machine equipment when the instructor is not present.

13. Do not operate a machine without the proper guards.
14. No more than one person to a machine at one time.

15. Keep work area neat and clean. Always clean up saw dust; it can be just as slippery as a spilled liquid, oil, or grease. 
16. Keep all machinery clean, but never clean a machine while it is running.

17. When making machine adjustments, always wait for the machine to come to a stop, and unplug the power supply.

18. Never use a damaged tool for any operation, report all dull or damaged tools to the instructor at once.

19. Report all equipment that does not seem to work properly.

20. When in doubt about any operation or procedure, DO NOT TAKE A CHANCE. Ask the instructor before going ahead.

21.  At no time are tools or materials permitted to leave the classroom. In addition no tools or materials should be brought in from home. 

22. Report all safety hazards you see to the instructor at once.

23. Use hand tools the way that they were designed to be used.

24. Never throw any objects in the lab.

25. Place tools on the bench so that the sharp points or edges do not protrude over the edge of the bench.

26. Keep sharp tools out of your pockets.

27. Handle sharp pointed tools so as not to injure yourself or others. Carry pointed tools with the points down. Carry all tools so that they do not pose a danger to both you and the people around you.
28. When using sharp tools, make sure that your hands are not in the path of the blade.
29. Never cut toward your body, or point any sharp item at your body or anyone else.

30. Never put any objects in your mouth.

31. Obtain help when carrying heavy objects. Lift with your knees, and not with your back.

32. Use extreme caution when carrying long boards so as not to strike others with the end.

33. Think and plan ahead, do the right thing at the right time to avoid injury to yourself and others.

34. Report all accidents, regardless of how minor, to the instructor at once.

35. IN CASE OF INJURY, NOTIFY THE INSTRUCTOR AT ONCE.

There are other safety precautions which will occur to the careful and thoughtful worker. STOP TO THINK.

Remember:  “The safe way to do a job is always the best way”
